Guided tours are offered
during summer.

The Royal Courts of Justice is a
historic court building known for its
stunning Victorian Gothic
architecture. Guided tours are
offered.

Treasury Office, London EC4Y 7HL

In the 12th century, the Military
Order of the Knights Templar built a
church on the Thames. Two
centuries later, after the abolition of
the Order, lawyers came to occupy
the Temple site & buildings.
